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Political News 

• Bhumjai Thai party seems to have had the upper hand in managing to control the Senate. 

 

❖ Reports suggest that after the 200 Senators were ‘elected’ as many as 120 new 

senators are reportedly affiliated with the Bhumjai Thai Party.  

 

❖ This includes figures such as Gen. Kriangkrai Srirak, Advisor to the Minister of 

Interior and close associate of Bhumjai Thai party’s leader - Anutin Charnvirakul, 

Mongkol Surasajja, former Governor of Buriram Province and ally of the de-facto 

leader of Bhumjai Thai party - Newin Chidchob, and Apichat Ngamkamon, former 

Deputy Governor of Amnat Charoen Province. Even the driver of the father of 

Newin was elected as a ‘Senator’.

❖ Additionally, out of the 200 senators elected nationally, 14 are from Buriram 

Province. 

 

• Although the new senate has no power to elect the Prime Minister, they have the power to 

select the heads and working committees of the various ‘independent’ agencies such as the 

National Anti-Corruption Commission, the judges in the various courts including the 

powerful Constitutional Court among other organizations. 

 

• The selection of a new Senate President is expected to begin in the 2nd week of July, with 

Gen Kriangkrai Srirak emerging as a strong contender for the position. 

 

❖ Other noteworthy candidates include Mongkol Surasajja, former Director-General 

of the Department of Local Administration and former Governor of Buriram. There 

is also discussion about appointing 2 Deputy Senate Presidents, potentially 

including one female. 

 



 

• The Election Commission (EC) will be able to endorse the results of the Senate election 

after July 3, said EC Secretary-General Sawang Boonmee. 

 

❖ Fraud complaints, such as manipulation and block voting, can still be made after 

the official announcement of the results, and the EC office is already investigating 

some of these complaints.  

 

• Meanwhile, serial petitioner Sonthiya Sawasdee, who was one of the senatorial candidates 

who did not succeed, has filed a petition for the attorney general to consider asking the 

Constitutional Court to annul the election results.  

 

❖ He said the election was against Section 107 of the charter, which states that "a 

candidate from each group shall be prohibited from selecting another candidate 

from the same group," but the EC has been allowing candidates to select another 

candidate from the same group since the district-level election.  

 

❖ He said the election results should be annulled, and the application fee should be 

refunded to the candidates. 

 



 

• Deputy Police Chief Pol Gen Surachate Hakparn announced plans to file a malfeasance 

complaint next week against the 12 members of the Police Commission, including Prime 

Minister Srettha Thavisin. 

 

❖ This decision follows a unanimous 12-0 vote by the Police Commission, endorsing 

the dismissal order against Pol Gen Surachate as compliant with regulations. The 

Police Virtue Protection Committee is currently reviewing the order before royal 

endorsement can be sought.  

 

❖ The dismissal order was issued in April after Pol Gen Surachate was officially 

investigated for bribery and money laundering in connection with an online 

gambling ring.  

 

❖ The order was backed by the police disciplinary committee and signed by Deputy 

National Police Chief Kitrat Phanphet who was acting chief at the time. 

 

• The Appeals Court upheld the convictions of key People's Democratic Reform Committee 

(PDRC) leaders, including Suthep Thaugsuban, but slashed their prison sentences. 

 

❖ According to Sawat Charoenphol, Suthep’s lawyer, the Appeals Court reduced the 

imprisonment of key PDRC leaders Suthep and Thavorn Senniam handed out by 

the Criminal Court, to one year each without any reason to suspend the prison term. 

Other PDRC leaders, who were imprisoned by the primary court for between four 

to nine years, also saw their terms reduced to between one year to one year and a 

few months. He did not elaborate.  

 

❖ The lawyer said the Appeals Court reduced the prison term of the PDRC leaders 

because the judges saw their violations of the law during the Bangkok shutdown 

protests from November 23, 2013 to May 1, 2014 as a single count crime while the 

primary court had regarded the violations as multiple counts.  

 

❖ In the end, the court granted a bail for Suthep with a surety of 800,000 Baht and 

imposed a condition prohibiting him from traveling abroad and requiring him to 

submit his passports to the court for custody. 



 

 

• The Supreme Court upheld the death sentence for former Deputy Minister of Commerce 

Banyin Tangpakorn for the premeditated murder of building contractor Chuwong Sae 

Tang. 

 

❖ In June 2015, billionaire Chuwong was found dead in the front seat of a car driven 

by Banyin. Investigators later proved that the accident was a set-up to conceal 

Chuwong's murder.  

 

❖ The Phra Khanong Criminal Court sentenced Banyin to death in January 2021 

while he was incarcerated for falsifying documents and the murder of Veerachai 

Sakuntaprasert, the elder brother of Judge Panida Sakuntaprasert, who handled his 

share theft case.  

 

❖ The Appeals Court upheld the Phra Khanong Criminal Court's sentence before the 

Supreme Court did the same yesterday. 

 

• Former Prime Minister Thaksin Shinawatra has filed a defamation lawsuit against Thai 

Pakdee Party leader Warong Dechgitvigrom, following Warong's claim that Thaksin paid 

2 billion Baht for his bail in a lese-majeste case. 

 

❖ Thaksin's lawyer, Winyat Chartmontri, said Warong made the claim on social 

media and during a speech at Chamai Maruchet Bridge. Thaksin is seeking 100 

million Baht in damages, and the court hearing is scheduled for September 30.

Economic News 

• Pichai Chunhavajira, Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Finance, stated at the 

Investment Forum 2024 that the economic growth trajectory of Thailand has seen a gradual 

recovery since the COVID-19 pandemic in 2022. Pichai said the economy expanded by 

just 1.9% in 2023 and grew by 1.5% in the 1st quarter of 2024, while neighboring 

economies expanded by 5%.  

 

❖ Nevertheless, the National Economic and Social Development Council (NESDC) 

estimates that Thailand's economy will grow by 2.4-2.5% in 2024, but the 

government aims for a growth rate of 3.5%. Therefore, Pichai said the government 

will strive to push growth towards 3% and maintain that level in the following year.  

 

❖ To achieve the higher target, Pichai said the government will tackle issues such as 

facilitating access to low-interest loans for grassroots people and SMEs. He 

revealed that discussions are underway with state-owned banks to release a soft 

loan package of 100 billion Baht to commercial banks at an interest rate of 3.5%.   

 

❖ Additionally, the government will address bad debts, ranging from 2,000 to 3,000 

Baht. It is expected that around 2 million people will be freed from their debt 

burdens by the end of this year, with the government allocating a budget of 7 billion 

Baht for this purpose. 

 



 

• Paopoom Rojanasakul, Deputy Minister of Finance, stated that the Ministry of Finance is 

preparing to propose the Pension Lottery project to the Cabinet on July 2. There is also a 

plan for a 2nd phase to extend the Pension Lottery to include government officials and 

workers in the social security system, depending on the success of the first phase, Paopoom 

added. 

 

❖ The Pension Lottery is intended to promote retirement savings. The money spent 

on lottery tickets will be invested in the National Savings Fund (NSF) and buyers 

will receive their money back upon reaching retirement age.  
 

❖ There will be 5 first prizes, each worth 1 million Baht, and 10,000 second prizes, 

each worth 1,000 Baht. The budget for the prizes is only 60 million Baht per month 

or 700-800 million Baht per year, compared to the elderly allowance budget of 90 

billion Baht per year.  
 

❖ If approved by the Cabinet, the NSF will begin the legal amendment process and is 

expected to start sales in the first quarter of 2025, initially issuing 5 million tickets 

per week or per draw. It is believed that this will attract more off-system workers 

to become NSF members, increasing the number from the current 2.76 million to 

10 million people. 

 

• Veerapat Kiatfuengfoo, Director of the Energy Policy and Planning Office (EPPO), 

revealed that the EPPO meeting resolved to maintain the ex-refinery LPG wholesale price 

at 20.9179 Baht per kilogram (excluding VAT). This ensures that the retail LPG price 

remains at 423 Baht per 15-kilogram cylinder, effective from July 1 to September 30, 2024.  

 

❖ Regarding the retail price of gasoline, which is expected to remain high throughout 

2024, the EPPO has approved in principle the ‘Oil Price Relief Measures for State 

Welfare Cardholders.’  

 

❖ This measure will provide a subsidy of 120 Baht per person per month to buy 

gasoline for three months, from October to December 2024. 

 

• The Stock Exchange of Thailand (SET) index closed yesterday at 1,309.46 points, down 

9.69 points (-0.73%), with a trading value of 34.140 billion Baht. The market declined due 



 

to pressure from a stronger US dollar and concerns that Japanese authorities might 

intervene in the currency market after the yen weakened to its lowest level in 38 years. 

 

❖ Additionally, the Thai stock market faced selling pressure across various sectors, 

especially in major bank and energy stocks. Investors are worried about the second 

quarter of 2024 earnings outlook, as economic growth in the first half of the year 

was impacted by delays in government budget disbursements, which may adversely 

affect the banking sector's performance.  

 

❖ The energy sector was also pressured by the trend of declining crude oil prices in 

the second quarter of 2024. 

 

• Kobsak Pootrakool, Chairman of the Federation of Thai Capital Market Organizations 

(FETCO), will meet with the Minister of Finance and relevant agencies today to discuss 

ways to encourage savings for Thais.  

 

❖ This might include the extension of the Super Savings Fund (SSF), which is set to 

expire this year, and the revival of the Vayupak Fund. Kobsak said FETCO is ready 

to fully cooperate with the government, as these measures would have a positive 

impact on the Thai stock market.  

 

❖ Additionally, the Thai ESG Fund under new conditions is expected to attract at least 

20 billion Baht in investments, Kobsak estimated. 

 

• Chanin Yensudchai, the former director of Stark Corporation Plc (STARK), has been sued 

by the public prosecutor in the Criminal Court on June 24, 2024, following the Securities 

and Exchange Commission’s (SEC) accusation against 10 individuals for falsifying 

STARK's financial statements.  

 

❖ Consequently, the asset freeze period for Chanin has been extended until the court 

orders otherwise.

• Today, Pop superstar Lisa released a new single 'Rockstar', which was premiered globally 

at 07:00 (Thai time). The music video was shot on Yaowarat Road, with standout scenes 

of Lisa standing out in the middle of Chalerm Buri Intersection during twilight. It is 

expected that fans worldwide, especially from China, will flock to Yaowarat. 

 

❖ Chai Watcharong, the Prime Minister's spokesperson, posted a message on X 

stating that Lisa's MV significantly boosts the tourism of Thailand. 

       

• Sukhumvit Road, the road that has never seen a day of no traffic, is set to be at a standstill 

this weekend. 

 

❖ The last day of ‘Pride’ month (June 30th) is set to see a parade that will run from 

Siam Center area and ending the parade at EM District (Sukhumvit Soi 20). 

 

❖ Motorists have been warned of the traffic that could literally be at a standstill on 

Sunday. 



 

   

• After Mongkut Wattana Hospital announced its withdrawal as a contracted hospital with 

the Social Security Office (SSO) following an order from the Bangkok Social Security 

Office Area 9 to pay approximately 80,000 Baht in medical expenses for an SSO-insured 

patient who sought treatment outside the hospital’s coverage, Hospital Director Rienthong 

Nanna is pursuing two approaches.  

 

 
 

❖ Firstly, he declared that the disputed patient must bear the responsibility of 

transferring their social security entitlement away from Mongkut Wattana Hospital 

by themself. Secondly, the hospital will not pay for the expenses of these patients. 

 

❖ If these demands are met, the hospital will not withdraw from the social security 

system, Rienthong said.

According to the report by the Election Commission of Thailand as of May 8, 2019, the strength
